The renewal ofdbmbined agreement shall begin
on the later of (i) the end of the Subscriptioniéof this Contract and (ii) the end
of the subscription period under the other agre¢éméme agreement that expires
first shall renew automatically until the later arersary date, and the Fees payable
under such renewed agreement, on a pro rata lsel, be increased by five
percent (5%) over the then-applicable Fees.

The failure of any party to enforce any praMision any one occasion shall not
affect its right to enforce another provision oe teame provision on another
occasion.

In the event that any provision of the Contradteld to be invalid, the remainder
of the provisions shall continue in full force asifiect.

The Contract shall be governed by and construeadrdicg to the laws of England and the
parties agree to submit to the exclusive jurisdictf the English Courts.
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
